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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

During the week of October 7 – 15, 2005 the State of Connecticut was struck by two very heavy rainfall events.  Combined, the rainfall from these two events totaled 9 – 16 inches across the state.  This rainfall resulted in major flooding of several sub-regional river basins in Hartford and Tolland Counties on October 14 – 15, 2005.   Widespread moderate flooding occurred across the rest of the Connecticut.  This has already been the wettest October on record since 1905 as measured at Bradley International Airport in Windsor Locks, Connecticut.  

A total of 10 dams breached, were partially breached or were damaged mainly in Hartford and Tolland Counties.  Several bridges failed and several dozen roads were washed out or undermined.  Many homes suffered flooded basements, and evacuations were conducted in some towns due to severe flooding of urban areas and small streams.   In addition the Natural Resources Conservation Service reported that they were investigating four potential Emergency Watershed Protection Projects.  

Since the major flooding of June, 1982 the State of Connecticut has undertaken several measures which have greatly improved the State’s ability to respond to this flooding event.  The installation of an Automated Flood Warning system in 1986, and it’s subsequent expansions in 1992, 1996, and 1998  proved invaluable during this flooding event.  Recent projects that also provided critical information during the storm include the creation of an electronic inventory of high hazard dams in Connecticut and Critical Facilities Mapping.   The sharing of river stage and rainfall data between Connecticut agencies, the National Weather Service and the United States Geological Survey greatly enhanced the effectiveness of the state and local flood response effort.

Since 1988 Connecticut has suffered from three major disasters requiring presidential disaster declarations.  The receipt of federal funds has brought with it a commitment by the State to mitigate the effects of these disasters.   The State completed Hazard Mitigation Plans in 1990, 1993 and 1999 as a result of these disasters.  In 2004, Connecticut received approval from the Federal Emergency Management Agency for the most recent update of our State Natural Hazard Mitigation Plan as per the requirements of the Disaster Mitigation Act of 2000.  This makes Connecticut potentially eligible for hazard mitigation funding equal to 7.5% of the total public assistance damages after a Presidentially declared natural disaster. 

SUMMARY OF THE STORM EVENT

On October 7th, 2005, a low pressure system (the remnants of Hurricane Tammy) moved slowly up the eastern seaboard along a stalled frontal boundary.  A wide band of heavy rainfall developed along the U.S. East Coast stretching from South Carolina to Northern New England.  Heavy rainfall associated with the remnants of Tammy and a surface low that formed south of Tammy moved into Connecticut at 7:00 PM on Friday evening on October 7th.  Rainfall continued heavy at times for the next 36 hours and ended on Sunday morning around 3:00 AM.  Rainfall totals during the first part of this storm ranged from 4 inches in Southeastern Connecticut up to 12 inches in the Northwest Hills.   Flooding from this first rainfall event was minor across most areas with flood frequencies of less than 5-years in most areas.  Flooding was minor during the October 7 – 9 event due to very dry antecedent soil and river conditions prior to the storm.  However, this first event set the stage for the second event leaving saturated soils and river basins at ½ to ¾ bank full conditions.

Light to moderate rainfall continued across Connecticut during the next 4 days keeping soils saturated and river channels running at ½ to ¾ bank full.   On Friday October 14th, a surface low pressure system formed suddenly along a frontal boundary south of Long Island and moved Northeastward into Southern New England.   A wide area of very heavy rainfall developed Friday evening and overspread all of Southern New England.   Rain began falling at a rate of nearly an inch an hour at 9:00 PM in Western Connecticut.  This heavy rainfall continued for 2 – 3 hours over Western Connecticut resulting in 2 – 4 inches of rainfall.  As the area of heavy rain moved East it intensified and rainfall rates exceeded one 

inch per hour in Central and Northeastern Connecticut late Friday night and into the early hours of Saturday morning.  Rainfall totals in Central and Northeastern Connecticut ranged from 6 – 8 inches during a 7-hour period Friday night from approximately 10:00 PM to 5:00 AM Saturday morning.  This extremely heavy rainfall combined with the total saturation of soils resulted in a very rare (100-year) flooding event in North Central and Northeastern Connecticut.  
RECURRENCE INTERVAL ANALYSIS1 

First Event October 7 – 10, 2005

Rainfall recurrence intervals1 were much greater than recurrence intervals for flows during the first event due to the abnormally dry conditions prior to the event.  Approximately 5 inches of rainfall was absorbed by the abnormally dry soils during the first event.  The average recurrence intervals for rainfall ranged from 10 – 100 years in western Connecticut, however the resulting flows only averaged between 2 – 10 years.    In central and eastern Connecticut rainfall recurrence intervals ranged from 1 – 5 years with flow recurrence intervals generally below the 2 year storm.  No dam failures were reported and a significant slope failure occurred in Montville, Connecticut at the Montville Commons construction site.

Second Event October 14 – 15, 2005

In the second event, the recurrence intervals for flow (see map on page 11) were generally very close to the recurrence intervals for rainfall (only seen in saturated soils).   No significant soil absorption occurred and all of the heavy rainfall immediately ran off into brooks and streams.  The average recurrence intervals for rainfall in Hartford, Tolland and Windham Counties met or exceeded the 100-year storm in most locations.  Rainfall recurrence intervals ranged from 2 – 50 years across the rest of the state.  The resulting stream flows in Hartford and Tolland counties ranged from 10 – 100+ years on several sub-regional drainage basins.  Recurrence intervals generally ranged from 5 – 20 years on the remaining rivers in Connecticut.
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1 Recurrence intervals for rainfall were calculated using National Weather Service Technical Paper #40 (1963) rainfall

 distribution curves for Connecticut.   Recurrence intervals for flows were determined by the United States Geological Survey

 office in East Hartford, Connecticut.
